Introduction to Tulip Route Instructions

A Tulip Route Instruction is a graphic representation of an intersection as seen from above.  The rally car will always enter at the bottom and exit the intersection in the direction of the arrow.
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     In the example below, this would be “Left at T” or “Left at Stop”. The small bars represent stop signs.

Other traffic control signs are represented by a triangle – Yield. Or dots  --  traffic control light.
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”Left at Traffic control light
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”Straight, opposing traffic yields”
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”Left at 4-Way Stop”

A dashed line represents a non-rally road. No entry, unpaved, etc. These are roads that do not exist as defined by the general instructions.
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  In this example, the rally car can not turn right at this intersection.
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In this example the rally car must turn left (Forced Left) because the roads straight and right can not be used by the rally car.

A small “x” represents the location of a sign.  The content of the sign will be given in the “Instruction” column of the route book.
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In this example, the instruction might be

Bear Right at “Exit 164”

Some other examples
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Right at T (take short way)

Acute Right
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Jog Left
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Right on Side road (in curve)
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Left at Y

There are hundreds of intersection configurations. The tulips in the route book are as close as possible to depicting the intersection, within the limits of the graphics software used.
